To apply for the position of Associate Professor, the following are required: a.
holding a doctoral degree; b. meeting the minimum standards for occupying the
position of Associate Professor, standards approved in accordance with Article
156 of the Higher Education Law no. 199/2023, as subsequently amended; c.
meeting the UCB minimum standards for occupying academic positions, specific
to the position of Associate Professor, which are equal to the national minimum
standards. The competition committee evaluates the candidate from the
perspective of the following aspects: a) the relevance and impact of the
candidate’s scientific results in relation to the field of study associated with the
position; b) the candidate’s ability to supervise students or young researchers; c)
the candidate’s teaching competencies; d) the candidate’s ability to transfer
knowledge and results to the economic or social environment, or to disseminate
their own scientific results; e) the candidate’s ability to work in a team and the
effectiveness of their scientific collaborations, depending on the specifics of the
candidate’s field; f) the candidate’s ability to lead research development projects;
g) the candidate’s professional experience in institutions other than the institution
organizing the competition. If the position sought is that of Associate Professor or
Full Professor, the competi-tion committee is required to verify and confirm that
the candidate meets the na-tional minimum standards provided in Article 156(1)
of the Higher Education Law no. 199/2023, as subsequently amended. The aspects
mentioned above are evaluated by the committee based on the candi-date’s file
and through one or more competition tests: - for the positions of Lecturer,
Associate Professor, and Full Professor: (A) a public lecture delivered in front of

students and/or academic staff from the department where the position is
advertised, in which the candidate teaches a course from the announced topic list,
and (B) a presentation delivered to the academic staff of the department, in which
the candidate presents their most significant previous professional achievements
and their plan for academic career development. The tests must also include a
mandatory question and answer session from the committee. UCB announces on
the competition webpage at www.univcb.ro the date, time, and location of these
tests. Each committee member grades the tests on a scale from 1 to 10, and the
final result represents the arithmetic mean of these grades. The candidate’s
academic career development proposal is graded separately from the
lecture/seminar delivered. The minimum passing standard is a score of at least 8.

To register for the competition for an academic position, the candidate must
prepare a printed application file containing the following documents: a) the
signed application form, including a sworn statement regarding the accuracy of
the information provided in the file; b) a proposal for the candidate’s academic
career development, covering both teaching and scientific research activities; the
proposal is written by the candidate, must not exceed 10 pages, and represents one
of the main criteria for ranking candidates; c) the candidate’s curriculum vitae in
printed and electronic format (Europass model); d) the list of the candidate’s
works in printed and electronic format; e) the verification sheet confirming
compliance with UCB standards, according to the standard format provided in this
methodology (Annex 1). The verification sheet is completed and signed by the
candidate; f) documents regarding the doctoral degree: a certified copy of the
doctoral diploma and, if the original doctoral diploma is not recognized in
Romania, the certificate of recognition or equivalence; g) a summary of the
doctoral thesis, in Romanian and in an international language, of maximum one
page per language; h) a sworn statement indicating any incompatibility situations
provided by Law 199/2023 that would apply if the candidate wins the competition,
or stating the absence of such situations; 1) proof of having obtained the “very
good” rating in the last 3 years; j) a sworn statement confirming that the candidate
has not been subject to disciplinary sanctions in the last 3 years; k) copies of other
diplomas attesting the candidate’s studies; 1) a copy of the identity card or, if the
candidate does not have one, a copy of the passport or another equivalent
identification document; m) if the candidate has changed their name, copies of
documents attesting the name change — marriage certificate or proof of name
change; n) up to 10 publications, patents, or other works of the candidate, in
electronic format, selected as the most relevant for their professional
achievements; o) behavioral integrity certificate; p) medical certificate issued on
a specific form adopted by joint order of the Minister of Education and the
Minister of Health; r) medical clearance for exercising the teaching profession,
issued according to the provisions of the joint order of the Minister of Education
and the Minister of Health. Candidates for Associate Professor positions must
include in the competition file at least 3 names and contact details of recognized
experts in the field, from Romania or abroad, who are not affiliated with the higher
education institution advertising the position, who have agreed to write
recommendation letters regarding the candidate’s professional qualities.
